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The idea of Sustainable Development Goals, also known as the global goals, was launched in 2012, on the 20th anniversary of the Rio Earth Summit in 1992. The Rio Earth Summit was the first time that world leaders got together to face the challenges of the relatively new concept of sustainable development. 
The global goals build on the achievements of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), but they go even further and provide a framework that puts together the three basic pillars of sustainability: economic development, including ending poverty; social inclusion, gender equality, the rights of minority groups, reducing inequalities in society; and environmental sustainability. While the Millennium Development Goals (MDG) were directed to the world's poorest countries and the poorest people in middle-income countries, the global goals are universal. Universal means that every country globally, rich or poor, has a challenge of putting together society's economic, social, and environmental objectives. 
The global goals offer a blueprint to achieve sustainable development in the coming generation.

Transforming our World
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The seminal document for the global goals is the General Assembly Resolution 70/1 dated 25 September 2015 titled ‘Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development’. 4	Comment by EDWARDS, Kim: Referenced by SME
The preamble is explicit and ambitious language and leaves little doubt what the plan is aiming to achieve: This Agenda is a plan of action for people, planet and prosperity. It also seeks to strengthen universal peace in larger freedom. We recognise that eradicating poverty in all its forms and dimensions, including extreme poverty, is the greatest global challenge and an indispensable requirement for sustainable development. After announcing what the Agenda aims to achieve, the resolution briefly describes the scope of the document: ‘All countries and all stakeholders, acting in collaborative partnership, will implement this plan. We are determined to take the bold and transformative steps urgently needed to shift the world on a sustainable and resilient path. The resolution succinctly articulates what the representatives from 193 countries intend to achieve: ‘We resolve, between now and 2030, to end poverty and hunger everywhere; to combat inequalities within and among countries; to build peaceful, just and inclusive societies; to protect human rights and promote gender equality and the empowerment of women and girls, and to ensure the lasting protection of the planet and its natural resources. The resolution then summarises the New Agenda: ‘17 Sustainable Development Goals with 169 associated targets which are integrated and indivisible. Never before have world leaders pledged common action and endeavour across such a broad and universal policy agenda. We are setting out together on the path towards sustainable development, devoting ourselves collectively to the pursuit of global development and of ‘win-win’ cooperation which can bring huge gains to all countries and all parts of the world.’
It is refreshing to note that the resolution goes further than just articulating the 17 goals and 169 targets – it also describes the ‘Means of implementation’ and the ‘Follow-up and review’. Before the document launches into the goals and targets, it outlines ‘A call for action to change our world’. The final paragraph summarises the situation in which the planet finds itself and doesn’t pull any punches: ‘The future of humanity and our planet lies in our hands. It also lies in the hands of today’s younger generation, who will pass the torch to future generations. The 5 Ps of Sustainable Development
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The 17 global goals build on the three pillars of sustainable development of people, planet, and prosperity by adding peace and partnership to improve the probability of success between 2015 and 2030. Fortunately, people, planet, prosperity, peace, and partnership all conveniently begin with ‘P’, so they have become known as the Five Ps of Sustainable Development. 
The global goals are complex and interlinked, and the Five Ps are a simple means of dividing the Goals between the Ps of People, Planet, and Prosperity, Peace, and Partnership. While there is a range of Goals supporting People, Planet, and Prosperity, there is only one goal supporting Peace and Partnership, respectively. The interlinkages and integrated nature of the global goals are vital in ensuring that the purpose of the new Agenda is realised.

Goal 4: Quality Education
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Education enables socioeconomic mobility upward and is a key to escaping poverty. Education helps reduce inequalities and reach gender equality and is crucial to fostering tolerance and more peaceful societies. Over the past decade, significant progress has been made towards increasing access to education and school enrolment rates at all levels, particularly for girls.

Before the coronavirus crisis, projections showed that more than 200 million children would be out of school, and only 60 per cent of young people would be completing upper secondary education in 2030.

Closer look

Let’s take a deeper dive into SDG 4 - Ensure inclusive and equitable quality education and promote lifelong learning opportunities for all. Specifically, four targets relate to technical and vocational education and training and are relevant to Queensland TAFE. Of the ten targets for Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) 4, targets 4.3, 4.4, 4.6, and 4.7 are particularly appropriate to the target audience and services delivered by Queensland TAFE. Indeed, this orientation is a natural part of target 4.7.

Goal 5: Gender equality
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Women and girls represent half of the world’s population and therefore also half of its potential. But, today, gender inequality persists everywhere and stagnates social progress. Women continue to be underrepresented at all levels of political leadership. Across the globe, women and girls perform a disproportionate share of unpaid domestic work. Inequalities faced by girls can begin right at birth and follow them all their lives. 
Facts
Globally, 750 million women and girls were married before 18, and at least 200 million women and girls in 30 countries have undergone female genital mutilation.
In 18 countries, husbands can legally prevent their wives from working; in 39 countries, daughters and sons do not have equal inheritance rights; 49 countries lack laws protecting women from domestic violence.
One in five women and girls, including 19 per cent of women and girls aged 15 to 49, have experienced physical and or sexual violence by an intimate partner within the last twelve months. Yet, 49 countries have no laws that specifically protect women from such violence.
While women have made substantial inroads into political office worldwide, their representation in national parliaments at 23.7 per cent is still far from parity.

Goal 6: Clean water and sanitation
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Access to water, sanitation and hygiene is a human right. The water demand has outpaced population growth, and half the world’s population is already experiencing severe water scarcity at least one month a year. Water is essential not only to health but also to poverty reduction, food security, peace and human rights, ecosystems and education. Nevertheless, countries face growing challenges linked to water scarcity, water pollution, degraded water-related ecosystems and cooperation over transboundary water basins.

At least 892 million people continue to practice open defecation.
Women and girls are responsible for water collection in 80 per cent of households without access to water on-premises.

Goal 7: Affordable and clean energy
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A well-established energy system supports all sectors: from businesses, medicine and education to agriculture, infrastructure, communications and high technology. Access to electricity in poorer countries has begun to accelerate, energy efficiency continues to improve, and renewable energy is making impressive gains. Nevertheless, more focused attention is needed to improve access to clean and safe cooking fuels and technologies for 2.8 billion people.
Facts
Thirteen per cent of the global population still lacks access to modern electricity. three billion people rely on wood, coal, charcoal or animal waste for cooking and heating
Energy is the dominant contributor to climate change, accounting for around 60 per cent of total global greenhouse gas emissions.
Indoor air pollution from using combustible fuels for household energy caused 4.3 million deaths in 2012, with women and girls accounting for 6 out of every 10 of these.

Goal 8: Decent work and economic growth
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Sustained and inclusive economic growth can drive progress, create decent jobs for all and improve living standards. Even before the outbreak of COVID-19, one in five countries – home to billions of people living in poverty – were likely to see per capita incomes declined in 2020. Now, the economic and financial shocks associated with the pandemic—such as disruptions to industrial production, financial market volatility, and rising insecurity—are derailing the already moderate economic growth and compounding heightened risks from other factors.
Facts
The global unemployment rate in 2017 was 5.6per cent, down from 6.4per cent in 2000.
Men earn 12.5per cent more than women in 40 out of 45 countries with data.
The global gender pay gap stands at 23 per cent globally, and without decisive action, it will take another 68 years to achieve equal pay. Women’s labour force participation rate is 63 per cent, while that of men is 94 per cent.
Despite their increasing presence in public life, women continue to do 2.6 times the unpaid care and domestic work than men.

Goal 9: Industry, innovation, and infrastructure
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Economic growth, social development, and climate action heavily depend on infrastructure investments, sustainable industrial development, and technological progress. In the face of a rapidly changing global economic landscape and increasing inequalities, sustained growth must include industrialisation that makes opportunities accessible to all people and is supported by innovation and resilient infrastructure.
Facts
In 2018, 96 per cent of the world’s population lived within reach of a mobile-cellular signal, and 90 per cent of people could access the internet through a third-generation (3G) or higher-quality network.
Sixteen per cent of the global population does not have access to mobile broadband networks.
In 2019, the amount of new renewable power capacity added (excluding large hydro) was the highest ever, at 184 gigawatts, 20GW more than in 2018. 
Developing countries continued to outpace developed economies in renewables investment. In 2019, they committed $152.2 billion, compared to $130 billion for developed countries.
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	Goal 9: Build resilient infrastructure, promote inclusive and sustainable industrialisation and foster innovation

Goal 10: Reduced inequalities
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Inequalities based on income, sex, age, disability, sexual orientation, race, class, ethnicity, religion and opportunity continue to persist worldwide. Inequality threatens long-term social and economic development, harms poverty reduction and destroys people’s sense of fulfilment and self-worth, which in turn can breed crime, disease and environmental degradation. 
Facts
Evidence from developing countries shows that children in the poorest 20 per cent of the population are still up to three times more likely to die before their fifth birthday than children in the wealthiest quintiles.
Despite overall declines in maternal mortality in most developing countries, women in rural areas are still up to three times more likely to die while giving birth than women living in urban centres.
Of the one billion population of persons with disabilities, 80per cent live in developing countries.
Only 28 per cent of persons with significant disabilities have access to disability benefits globally, and only 1per cent in low-income countries.

Over 90 per cent of COVID19 cases occur in urban areas, with the 1 billion residents of the world’s densely populated slums being hit the hardest. Before the pandemic, rapid urbanisation meant that 4 billion people – over half of the global population – in the world’s cities faced worsening air pollution, inadequate infrastructure and services, and unplanned urban sprawl. Rapid urbanisation exerts pressure on fresh water supplies, sewage, the living environment, and public health. 
Facts
Half of humanity – 3.5 billion people – lives in cities today, and 5 billion people are projected to live in cities by 2030.
The world’s cities occupy just 3 per cent of the Earth’s land but account for 60-80 per cent of energy consumption and 75 per cent of carbon emissions.
Cities account for between 60 and 80 per cent of energy consumption and generate as much as 70per cent of human-induced greenhouse gas emissions
By 2050 70 per cent of the world population is predicted to live in urban settlements.

Goal 12: Responsible consumption and production
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Over the last century, economic and social progress has been accompanied by environmental degradation that is endangering the very systems on which our future development and survival depend. COVID-19 offers an opportunity to develop recovery plans that will reverse current trends and shift our consumption and production patterns to a more sustainable course. A successful transition will mean improvements in resource efficiency, consideration of the entire life cycle of economic activities, and active engagement in multilateral environmental agreements.
Facts
According to the latest projections, the global population could grow to around 8.5 billion in 2030, 9.7 billion in 2050. The equivalent of almost three planets could be required to provide the natural resources needed to sustain current lifestyles.
Agriculture (including irrigation, livestock and aquaculture) is the largest water consumer, accounting for 69per cent of annual water withdrawals globally. Industry (including power generation) accounts for 19 per cent and households for 12 per cent.
The global electrification rate reached 89per cent in 2017 (from 83per cent in 2010), still leaving about 840 million people without access.
Each year, an estimated 1/3 of all food produced – equivalent to 1.3 billion tons worth around $1 trillion – ends up rotting in the bins of consumers and retailers or spoiling due to poor transportation and harvesting practices.

Goal 13: Climate action
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The climate crisis continues unabated as the global community shies away from the total commitment required for its reversal. 2010-2019 was the warmest decade ever recorded, bringing massive wildfires, hurricanes, droughts, floods and other climate disasters across continents.
Facts
From 1880 to 2012, the average global temperature increased by 0.85°C. In other words, for every degree of temperature increase, grain yields decline by about 5 per cent. Maise, wheat and other major crops have experienced significant yield reductions at the global level of 40 megatons per year between 1981 and 2002 due to a warmer climate.
Oceans have warmed, snow and ice have diminished, and the sea level has risen. From 1901 to 2010, the global average sea level rose by 19 cm as oceans expanded due to warming and ice melted. The Arctic’s sea ice extent has shrunk in every successive decade since 1979, with 1.07 million km² of ice loss every decade.
Global emissions of carbon dioxide (CO2) have increased by almost 50 per cent since 1990.
Using a wide array of technological measures and changes in behaviour, it is still possible to limit the increase in global mean temperature to two degrees Celsius above pre-industrial levels.
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	Goal 13: Take urgent action to combat climate change and its impacts*

Goal 14: Life below water
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Oceans are our planet’s life support and regulate the global climate system. They are the world’s largest ecosystem, home to nearly a million known species and containing the vast untapped potential for scientific discovery. Oceans and fisheries continue to support the global population’s economic, social and environmental needs. Despite the critical importance of conserving oceans, decades of irresponsible exploitation have led to an alarming level of degradation.
Facts
Oceans absorb about 30 per cent of carbon dioxide produced by humans, buffering the impacts of global warming.
Over three billion people depend on marine and coastal biodiversity for their livelihoods.
Roughly 80per cent of marine and coastal pollution originates on land – including agricultural run-off, pesticides, plastics and untreated sewage.
Sustainable and climate-resilient transport, including maritime transport, is key to sustainable development. Around 80 per cent of the volume of international trade in goods is carried by sea, and the percentage is even higher for most developing countries.
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	Goal 14: Conserve and sustainably use the oceans, seas and marine resources for sustainable development 




Targets
14.1 
By 2025, prevent and significantly reduce marine pollution of all kinds, particularly from land-based activities, including marine debris and nutrient pollution.
14.2 
By 2020, sustainably manage and protect marine and coastal ecosystems to avoid significant adverse impacts, including strengthening their resilience, and take action for their restoration to achieve healthy and productive oceans.
14.3 
Minimise and address the impacts of ocean acidification, including through enhanced scientific cooperation at all levels.

Goal 15:  Life on land
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Facts
Forests cover nearly 31 per cent of our planet’s land area. Forests sustain us because they absorb carbon dioxide from the air and pump out oxygen that we need. They remove harmful pollutants from the water we drink, which ultimately improves the quality of the food we eat. Forests are home to more than 80 per cent of all terrestrial species of animals, plants and insects. However, biodiversity is declining faster than at any other time in human history. Land degradation is undermining the well-being of some 3.2 billion people, driving species to extinction and intensifying climate change. 
Around 1.6 billion people depend on forests for their livelihood, including 70 million indigenous people.
Due to drought and desertification, 12 million hectares are lost each year (23 hectares per minute). Within one year, 20 million tons of grain could have been grown.
Illicit poaching and trafficking of wildlife continue to thwart conservation efforts, with nearly 7,000 species of animals and plants reported in illegal trade involving 120 countries.
Plants provide over 80 per cent of the human diet. Only three cereal crops – rice, maise and wheat – provide 60 per cent of energy intake.

By 2020, integrate ecosystem and biodiversity values into national and local planning, development processes, poverty reduction strategies and accounts.

Mobilise and significantly increase financial resources from all sources to conserve and sustainably use biodiversity and ecosystems.

Mobilise significant resources from all sources and at all levels to finance sustainable forest management and provide adequate incentives to developing countries to advance such management, including conservation and reforestation.

Enhance global support for efforts to combat poaching and trafficking of protected species, including increasing local communities' capacity to pursue sustainable livelihood opportunities.



Goal 16:  Peace, justice and strong institutions
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People everywhere need to be free of fear from all forms of violence and feel safe as they go about their lives, whatever their ethnicity, faith or sexual orientation. Conflict, insecurity, weak institutions and limited access to justice remain threats to sustainable development. In 2019, the number of people fleeing war, persecution and conflict exceeded 79.5 million, the highest recorded level. 
Facts
Birth registration has occurred for 73 per cent of children under 5, but only 46per cent of Sub-Saharan Africa have had their births registered.
The proportion of prisoners held in detention without sentencing has remained almost constant in the last decade, at 31per cent of all prisoners.
In 2019, the United Nations tracked 357 killings and 30 enforced disappearances of human rights defenders, journalists and trade unionists in 47 countries.
Every 7 minutes, somewhere in the world, a child is killed by violence
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	Goal 16: Promote peaceful and inclusive societies for sustainable development, provide access to justice for all and build effective, accountable and inclusive institutions at all levels





Targets
16.1 
Significantly reduce all forms of violence and related death rates everywhere.

End abuse, exploitation, trafficking and all forms of violence against and torture of children.

Goal 17:  Partnerships
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We are all in this together. The 2030 Agenda, with its 17 global goals, is universal and calls for action by all countries, both developed countries and developing countries, to ensure no
one is left behind. In light of the consequences of the global COVID-19 pandemic, strengthening multilateralism and international partnerships are more important than ever to solve the world’s problems. The global goals remain the framework for building back better, and governments, civil society, scientists, academia, and the private sector need to work together.

Fully operationalise the technology bank and science, technology and innovation capacity-building mechanism for least developed countries by 2017 and enhance the use of enabling technology, mainly information and communications technology.
Capacity building
17.9 
Enhance international support for implementing effective and targeted capacity-building in developing countries to support national plans to implement sustainable development goals, including through North-South, South-South and triangular cooperation.
Trade
17.10 
Promote a universal, rules-based, open, non-discriminatory and equitable multilateral trading system under the World Trade Organization, including the conclusion of negotiations under its Doha Development Agenda.
17.11 
Significantly increase the exports of developing countries, mainly double the least developed countries’ share of global exports by 2020.
17.12 
Realise timely implementation of duty-free and quota-free market access on a lasting basis for all least developed countries, consistent with World Trade Organization decisions, including ensuring that preferential rules of origin applicable to imports from least developed countries are transparent and straightforward contribute to facilitating market access. 17.16 
Enhance the global partnership for sustainable development, complemented by multi-stakeholder partnerships that mobilise and share knowledge, expertise, technology and financial resources to support the achievement of the sustainable development goals in all countries, particularly developing countries.

Encourage and promote effective public, public-private and civil society partnerships, building on partnerships' experience and resourcing strategies.
Data, monitoring and accountability
17.18 
By 2020, enhance capacity-building support to developing countries, including for least developed countries and small island developing States, to increase significantly the availability of high-quality, timely and reliable data disaggregated by income, gender, age, race, ethnicity, migratory status, disability, geographic location and other characteristics relevant in national contexts.
17.19 
By 2030, build on existing initiatives to develop measurements of progress on sustainable development that complement the gross domestic product and support statistical capacity-building in developing countries.
